Speaker:  Julian R. deBullet,  McQuay International 

 

Topic:  Energy Analysis, Option or Necessity? 

 

We will review several aspects of building design to see how changes affect both the capital 

cost and especially the operating cost of the building.  These include lighting design, system 

diversity, HVAC system selection and design parameters to name a few. 

 

Biography on Speaker:  Julian R. deBullet has over 30 years experience in the HVAC 

industry.  His career has concentrated on the applied use of Chilled Water and All-Air systems 

as a manager of applied equipment sales and as a manager of a service/performance 

contracting operation. 

He is the Director of Industry Relations for McQuay International, based in Washington D.C. 

He is responsible for assisting McQuay customers and McQuay sales representatives in 

HVAC&R system design and specification. He is a member of numerous industry associations 

concentrating on energy efficiency and responsible refrigerant use. He is a Board member of 

the Alliance for Responsible Atmospheric Policy (ARAP), a member of the AHRI 

Government Affairs Committee, International Committee and the Chiller Engineering Sub-

Committee and represents McQuay International at both the Montreal Protocol and Kyoto 

proceedings as an NGO participant.  As ASHRAE Vice President (2001/2003), he served on 

the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee and was Chair of Member Council and 

Publishing Council. He is Past President of the National Capital Chapter and was Director and 

Regional Chair for ASHRAE Region III. He is an ASHRAE Distinguished Lecturer with over 

200 Seminars delivered around the world with topics including ñResponsible Refrigerant Useò, 

ñSustainable HVAC Systemsò, ñVariable Primary Flow System Designsò and ñ90.1 and 

LEEDò. He is a voting member of TC 8.2 Centrifugal Chillers and has co-authored numerous 

ASHRAE Handbook chapters. He chaired the Professional Development Committee, 

(Responsible for the ASHRAE Educational programs), is a voting member of the Publications 

and Education Council and a voting member of the Society Advocacy Committee. He has co-

authored ASHRAE Position Documents on Energy Efficiency, Natural Refrigerants and Ozone 

Depletion. 

 

He is a Graduate of the London University system in England, where he obtained an Electrical 

Engineering degree and a Diploma in Marketing.

Speaker:  Alan Ash, LEED AP 

 

Program:  Obtaining LEED Energy and Atmosphere Credits with Sustainable Designs 

Synopsis: 

Alan gave an in depth analysis of the current steps that are being made to increase the sustainability of HVAC and Plumbing 

System Designs.  San Antonio currently sets the best example for water conservation for the State of Texas.  Alan 

recommended adding sequences into the controls system that can reduce the energy demand of a building.  He recommended 

that if valves or dampers are all below 85% open, that we decrease the leaving air or water temperature set point.  Alan also 

recommended that we utilize series chillers to achieve a higher Delta T and reduce the overall energy usage of the HVAC 

Systems.
